Would it ever occur to us, today, to plan aleisurely outing, with friends
or family, to acemetery, for the sheer purpose of strolling on Sundays
with out-of-town visitors? In the mid-nineteenth century that's just what
the public did at Green Mount - the cemetery (a.k.a. the Robert Oliver
Estate) with romantic-styled landscaping in tandem with nature,
rendering peacefulness for each "side" of the existence continuum. Was
this an earlier attempt, per se, at the Green Movement as we know it,
perhaps in amore surreal scheme of things? Viewing and walking
around the gravesites of such historical figures as Johns Hopkins, Robert
and Mary Garrett, Betsy Patterson Bonaparte, A. Aubrey Bodine, John
Wilkes Booth, et al., while simultaneously observing the Baltimore
Cityscape from a unique vantage point produced an inner sense of calm
coupled with humility. The massive stone walls surrounding the grounds
interspersed with wrought-iron design suggest that the landscapers were
ahead of their time regarding precautionary security measures. The tour
guide, Wayne Schaumburg, was very knowledgeable re: socially-
historical vignettes, and, very accommodating.
